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THE MINISTER’S MESSAGE

We come again to the turn of the year in the hope that there will
be a few less twists and turns in the COVID measures than last
year when we were thrown into ‘Tier 4’ for Christmas with its

high impact restricted travel and stay at home message.
The nativity story had the exact opposite scenario going on: Mary and

Joseph faced enforced travel and a message to leave home. The story of the
birth of Jesus is not a tidy one: an unexpected pregnancy for Mary, her bewildered fiancé
Joseph drawn into the role of surrogate father and a compulsory journey for the census. With
no opportunity to ring ahead or book accommodation online, there is none available when
they arrive in Bethlehem weary, with the baby due imminently. The result? Jesus is born away
from the comforts of home, wrapped in cloths and placed in an animal feeding trough.

“The virgin will conceive and give birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel” 
which means “God with us”. (Matthew 1:23)

It’s a glorious account of God meeting humanity in the mess of ordinary lives.
However tidy we keep our homes and however organised we make our lives, things

sometimes get messy, disorganised and possibly totally chaotic! Our middle son was born a
couple of weeks early at home without the presence of a midwife and we laid him in a
suitcase because the cot was still in the loft! Early in our marriage our first home was
burgled; our neighbours who made the house safe in our absence commiserated on the mess
the burglars had left behind – how could we admit that
it didn’t look that much different to how we’d left it!
And at Christmas there are those messy scenes post-
dinner and after the presents are unwrapped.

But the mess goes beyond the surface – it’s in our
actions, our interactions and our reactions too. And God
does not say to us, ‘Get all that sorted and then come
and find me’; he says in the birth of Jesus, ‘Immanuel, 
I am with you’. We don’t have to tidy up for him, God
chose to come and to be present and to meet us in the
turmoil of our lives and Jesus will take it from there.

Here I am! I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I
will come in and eat with that person, and they with me. (Revelation 3:20)

Are we prepared to swallow our pride, lay open our homes and our hearts this Christmas and
say, ‘It’s a bit of a mess, but come in’?

Have a Joyful Messy Christmas and may you know God’s love and presence throughout this
season and into 2022.

Whether returning
the unwanted
Christmas Presents

or buying the wrong
bargains in the January
Sales – It is Ho Ho Hopeless
if you don’t know your
rights. Can the unwanted

pink fluffy bunny slippers be returned? Let’s brush
up on our consumer rights…

The Consumer Rights Act brought in line
several pieces of law to put your rights all
together in one place.

A legal contract for the sale or supply of goods
is formed between you and the retailer when you
make a purchase. This means that the business
you bought from - not the manufacturer – is
responsible for your goods. A manufacturer may
give an extra warranty or guarantee but if so that
is something over and above your basic consumer
rights, and it cannot take away or diminish your
rights from the retailer. When a guarantee is
given, the terms of it become legally binding. Also
there may be extra protection available depending
on your payment method, online payment
processer, debit or credit card.

The law sets out:
• requirements for goods to conform to contract
•  time limits for legal action
•  what customers are entitled to when something
goes wrong

Goods should be:
•  of satisfactory quality
•  fit for their intended purpose (and
any specific purpose made known)
•  as described
•  installed correctly (where installation is part of
the contract)

When are you not entitled to a refund, repair 
or replacement? Consumers do not have the
legal right to any remedy for problems:
•  caused by them damaging or misusing the
goods, accidently or otherwise
•  caused by their own attempts to repair the
goods
•  they knew about before they bought the goods

If the goods are faulty, then you have the legal
right to one of the following 'remedies':
•  a full or part refund
•  a replacement or repair
•  a price reduction
•  compensation for losses incurred

The remedy that you can claim depends on the
circumstances of each sale - for example, how long
you owned the goods, and any wear and tear.

The law sets a time limit for you to take legal
action. In England this time limit is generally six
years from sale or delivery.

Unless a different arrangement is agreed on,
the business must deliver goods without undue
delay, or in any event no more than 30 days after
you make the contract.

If a specific date for delivery of the goods is
agreed as part of the contract and the goods
don’t arrive on that date, you can cancel and
claim a refund.

If you did not agree a specific date but only got
a general estimate, you can submit a written
delivery deadline (after the estimated date has
passed) and then cancel the order if the business
does not deliver by that date. In addition you may
be able to claim extra compensation. 

For goods bought ‘at a distance’, such as
online, your rights are better than buying from a
shop. Government changed the law as they
wanted to make consumers feel confident buying

online from UK-based businesses
and drive up online shopping. It has
clearly worked and it remains in
place so that goods don’t have to be
faulty for you to return them – you
have a 14 day cooling-off period to
think about whether you want them

or not. Your rights are also different if a trader
visits you in your own home and you form a
contract there.

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The year is drawing to a
close, another difficult,
uncertain year for many

people. With this in mind, I am
focusing on Winter poems, rather
than obvious Christmas poetry.
There may be many people for
whom Christmas is an emotional,
reflective, difficult time, and we
should remember those for
whom Christmas is not a
celebration. To begin, a poem by
Robert Louis Stevenson. (If you
are thinking of buying a poetry
book for a child this Christmas, his 'Child's
Garden of Verses' is ideal)

Winter – time
Late lies the winter sun a-bed,
A frosty, fiery sleepy head, 
Blinks but an hour or two, and then,
A blood red orange sets again. 

A favourite poet of mine, Christina Rossetti
wrote 'In the Bleak Midwinter', now also a
popular Carol. The first verse is perhaps one
of the best descriptions of a cold, frosty,
winter’s day.

In the Bleak Midwinter, 
Frosty wind made moan,
Earth stood hard as iron, 
Water like a stone.
Snow had fallen snow on snow, 

snow on snow. 
In the bleak midwinter, long ago.

Born in 1902, Ogden Nash was an
entertaining American poet. He once
remarked, he'd lived his life in rhyme since
the age of six!

Winter Morning begins
Winter is the king of showmen,
Turning tree stumps into snowmen, 
And houses into birthday cakes.
And spreading sugar over lakes. 
And ends,
Snow is snowy when it's snowing, 
I'm sorry it's slushy when it's going.

Katherine Masefield wrote a
thoughtful poem, Winter Song.
The second verse reads: 

Snow and Sleet, and Sleet 
and Snow,

Will the winter never go?
What do beggar children do,
With no fire to cuddle to. 
And continues,
Hail and Ice, and Ice and Hail, 
Water frozen in the pail,
See the Robins brown and red, 
They are waiting to be fed. 

The line 'water frozen in the pail', bought
back a personal memory. The first thing I
learnt to recite by heart was Shakespeare’s
When icicles hang by the wall from Loves
Labour's Lost, which reads:

When icicles hang by the wall, 
And Dick the shepherd blows his nail, 
And Tom bears logs into the hall, 
And milk comes frozen home in pail, 
When blood is nipped and ways be foul, 
Then nightly sings the staring owl, 
Tu-whit, Tu-who, a merry note, 
While greasy Joan doth keel the pot. 

Spending Hogmanay in Scotland one year
at a community celebration, I was asked to
do a 'party piece', and the Sassenach duly
stood up and recited the above. The
reaction I will leave to your imagination! 

Finally, a thought written by Edith
Sitwell:

Winter is the time for comfort, 
for good food, and warmth,
for the touch of a friendly hand, 
And for a talk beside the fire. 
It is the time for home. 

Wherever Christmas finds you, think of the
true meaning of Christmas, and may the
peace of the Christmas season fill your
hearts and homes.

POETRY CORNER
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The last of the autumn colours
in my garden are these
stunning Nerine bowdenii

with their spidery pink
blooms! Nerines are South
African bulbs and bowdenii
is the closest to being hardy
and worth planting in a
warm sunny border with
some shelter. They make
lovely cut flowers too. It has
been surprisingly mild, and my
nasturtiums continued blooming
until quite late this year. The leaves

and flowers are edible and can look very
pretty in a salad. To take me through winter
I planted up some hanging baskets with
violas and pansies, they look very cheerful
from the warmth of indoors!

I couldn’t resist including this summer
photo of Cosmos taken by my neighbour
Millie who asked to photograph some
flowers in my garden for a school project,
this composition was my favourite!

I’ve also started off some sweet peas
and popped in my greenhouse. I’ve put 4 to
a 4-inch pot, hopefully they will grow, and

I’ll have stronger sweet peas that
will flower earlier next year.

Now is the time to start
planning, hopefully your seed
catalogues have arrived, and
you can plan what you want
to grow next year. My broad
beans were so successful
that I shall be ordering more
of Express, mangetout and

Rainbow Mixed radish. I’m
still pulling carrots and grew

Nantes which have also been
very successful. We also grew some

French beans and runner
beans, they were
planted at the same
time, the French beans
were ready first so we
will grow a few canes of
each. I have a few
parsnips and as is
tradition plan to pull
these on Christmas Eve
to serve with our
Christmas Dinner.

I’m planning on what
to plant in my front
garden; the border will
have some white shasta
daisies which I started

growing in the spring of 2021 and grow tall;
blue campanula which have attractive cup
shaped flowers on tall erect stems and
lobelia starship deep scarlet, which has
bright red fan-like flowers with bronze
colour leaves. Have a look through flower
catalogues for inspiration. In my tubs I’ll
plant some bedding plants such as red and
white geraniums and blue lobelia. Let’s see
if we can turn our front gardens red, white

and blue for the
Jubilee! What a
stunning sight that
could be.

This spring I
decided to
rejuvenate my
Christmas cacti. I
broke off small
leaves and dipped
them in rooting
powder and put
them around the
edge of a small pot
in well drained
compost. Luckily one
of the cuttings has
taken and I have a
small plant. They
flower from late
November to January
and have bright
trumpet shaped
flowers in shades of
red, pink and purple.
I’m hoping mine will
flower this year. They
like to be kept away
from sunlight and
like lots of humidity,
I keep mine in the
bathroom. Reduce
watering and put in
a cooler room after
flowering and do the
same again in
September, they
should live for years!

Finally, a Christmas cocktail, I couldn’t
think of one more aptly named, this is
called Poinsettia, credit to Nigella Lawson.
Mix one bottle of prosecco with 125
millilitres of chilled Cointreau, grand
Marnier, or Triple sec with 500 millilitres of
chilled cranberry juice in a large jug –
makes 8-9 glasses. Merry Christmas!

Church, we were treated to a ‘sublime’
evening of music by Cellist Mikhail

Lezdkan, accompanied by St. Michael and All
Angels’ Music Director Camilla Jarnot on the
organ. There was an appreciative audience
from both St Michael’s and All Souls’
congregations as well as from the wider
community, and the evening ended with a
lively post-concert reception hosted by the
Wardens from both churches.   

A graduate of the Leningrad Conservatoire,
Mikhail Lezdkan has had a successful
international career as a soloist, orchestral,
and chamber musician and is a highly
respected cello teacher.  He has performed as
a soloist with the Moscow Philharmonic, St.
Petersburg Philharmonic, St. Petersburg
Hermitage Orchestra, Berlin Radio Orchestra,
Belgrade Radio Orchestra, Southern Pro
Musica, Petersfield Orchestra and Havant
Chamber Orchestra, and toured internationally
with Violinist Vanessa Mae in the 1990s. He is
a member of the Damira Piano Trio and will

be the featured soloist with Petersfield
Symphony Orchestra in June 2022 in a
performance of Dvořák’s Cello Concerto.
Mikhail and Camilla have collaborated in the
past in a concert of cello and organ music at
Winchester Cathedral.

The repertoire performed during the
evening at All Souls Church included works by
JS Bach, Vivaldi, Handel, Mozart, and
contemporary composer Lucy Flint in a piece
composed around a chorale by JS Bach.
Though much of the music was accompanied
by the organ, the highlight of the programme
was Mikhail’s breathtakingly gorgeous and
masterful rendition of the unaccompanied
Cello Suite No. 1 in G Major, BWV 1007 which
Mikhail introduced with an informative
discussion regarding the political conflict in
Europe around the time of its composition.  

The concert was very warmly and
enthusiastically received and the perfect
antidote to a chilly late Autumn evening. We
hope that Mikhail will be back to perform for
us again!

A lecture by Amy Orrock

One of the first artists to paint snow, Pieter Bruegel the Elder (c.1525-1569) 
is known today for wintery masterpieces such as The Hunters in the Snow, 

The Census at Bethlehem and The Massacre of the Innocents. In this lecture,
