THE MINISTER’S MESSAGE
CHRISTMAS 2020

The light shines in the darkness
and the darkness has not overcome it. ~ John 1:5

tree, and allow the season to kick into gear, this Christmas will be unlike
any other.

I hope as you read this article, you can take a moment to stop, pause and reflect on the way this
year will be different for you. What is it that has changed, for good and for ill? What is it that is
missing? What is it that might be even better?

This Christmas will be a real challenge for the Johnson household. With social distancing guidance,
church looks and feels very different and our family will be unable to gather together as usual. Both of
these losses are hugely significant for us. For others, family members may have died, jobs and
employment may be uncertain and looking forward with hope to 2021 may seem impossible.

As we have been buffeted through this past year, and face such a different Christmas, perhaps this
is the time we most need to remember the above verse from St John’s gospel. It’s a verse read at
Carol Services each year. This passage reveals how God cared about his world so much he sent Jesus,
the Light of the World, to dwell with us in that Bethlehem manger 2,000 years ago. How much do we
need that light today?

\We need light to shine in our darkness -
because times have been tough, the darkness
has felt perhaps more real and oppressive than
ever. Jesus’ divine light can pierce even the
deepest gloom.

We need light that cannot be overcome -
because we’ve discovered that our strength,
energy and joy can be eradicated by events both
global and personal. We’re not as strong as we
used to think we were. Only His divine light keeps
on shining, refusing to be snuffed out.

We need light that goes with us into 2021 - because it’s not a vaccine, a new diet, or a new
President that ultimately brings hope. It is the grown-up baby of Bethlehem that declares ‘I am the
light of the world, whoever follows me will not walk in darkness but will have the light of life.’

We do not yet know what December and January will bring in terms of national and local Covid
restrictions, and as yet what services at church will be enabled or allowed (see opposite) but amongst
the crib, carol and Christingle services of December, I'd just like to highlight two here.

Firstly, Monday 21st December, 6-6:45pm at St Michael’s - ‘The Longest Night’ - a simple,
reflective time for peace. For many of us Christmas may not feel like the season to be jolly. We will be
able to bring any loss, loneliness and uncertainty to God. Then on Christmas Day (10am at St
Michael’s; 10:30am at All Souls and online) we will celebrate the joy, life and light Jesus brings to our
world.

In a Christmas like no other, it is my prayer that we might know Jesus’ love, forgiveness and light
like never before. That as we bring to him any darkness and pain of this last year, we might
experience his light, healing from 2020 and hope for the year to come.

SCRUBS FOR THE NHS

t the beginning of April 2020, Lynda Yong, who

runs The Fashion Workshop in South Ascot,

became aware of the urgent need for Scrubs
in the local hospital trust, Frimley Health. With the
help of the then Mayor, Sayonara Luxton RBWM, the
team began fund raising, with other local residents
also helping to support the initiative.

Scrubs Glorious Scrubs was thus created and set
about making 2,000 sets of non-surgical scrubs for
Frimley Health Trust (Frimley, Wexham and
Heatherwood Hospitals). With additional funding
from radio DJ and local resident Chris Evans and his
son Noah, via a camp out and charity auctions, £1.2
million was raised, allowing the group to not only
make thousands of sets of scrubs locally, but also to
provide material to many other groups all across the
country to do the same. It's estimated that material
has now been provided across the UK to make over
200,000 sets of NHS scrubs, including 10,500 locally.

Lynda said "I want to thank our community,
especially those who are in lockdown for their help.

The community have worked tirelessly to now
produce over 30,000 sets of scrubs and gowns. Some of these have been sent all over
the country to other Trusts who had an urgent need. It has been a huge achievement
with far reaching and unexpected results.”

Mental health units have also seen the positive effect of colourful scrubs on the
patients. Frimley Hospital trust reported the enclosed messages of support from the
sewing team included with many of the sets of scrubs added a personal touch to those
who wore them.

The work within SGS continues, with Frimley Trust asking for support for Children’s
Theatre gowns, PJ's for children who have nothing and also 10,000 reusable face masks
for staff to wear outside the hospital, which are currently being made by the army of
sewing angels who have stepped up to help.

Frimley charity are also selling the beautifully made children’s Disney PJ's to raise
money for 2 staff rooms to allow staff to go to have some quiet down time between
shifts. To this extent, 800 sets of children’s PJ's have been donated to hospitals to
achieve this. If you would like to purchase any of the PJ's, some are available at the
Fashion Workshop studio in South Ascot Business Park or via The Frimley Health Charity
website www.frimleyhealthcharity.org

Lynda concluded "I would like to thank all those volunteers who have helped us
achieve our goals. It has been a true highlight to see so many help our wonderful NHS
in this time of need.”
