WHO’S THE GOAT?

SERVICES IN THE PARISH
MARCH

renewed and strengthened message to follow the Hands, Face, Space guidance and make our own
safety and the safety of others paramount in our choices, we will continue with a reduced pattern of
public worship in our buildings and maintain our livestreaming of services for those at home. Safety,
simplicity and spirituality are our guiding principles

Face coverings must be worn inside the Church building, no singing and no refreshments offered at
the end of services as per the guidelines set out to us. We will also be adhering to strict social
distancing rules. We thank you for your understanding.

SUNDAY WORSHIP

If you’ve not come across this phrase before,
deciding who the GOAT is has become
something of a national sporting pastime.

The Greatest Of All Time [GOAT] debate keeps social media stirring and
phone ins fuming. Whether that’s cricket’s James Anderson; football’s

Messi or Ronaldo debate; or Tom Brady in the Superbowl – we like to pin
the GOAT badge on someone.
It’s not just in sport that greatness is idolised. The slogan, ‘Make America

Great Again’, comes to mind, or Alexander and Alfred the Great who earned the epithet.
Indeed who wouldn’t want to be great. But behind the slogans and the acronyms, the
question needs to be asked: What is it that really constitutes greatness?

Is it reaching the pinnacle of achievement?
Is it in being looked at and idolised by others?
Is it in breaking new ground, conquering new territory, or being the first?
I wonder who would you consider to be great?
Here’s how Jesus defines greatness in Matthew’s gospel:

“Jesus called the disciples together and said, “You know that the rulers of the Gentiles lord
it over them, and their high officials exercise authority over them. Not so with you. Instead,
whoever wants to become great among you must be your servant, and whoever wants to
be first must be your slave— just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve,
and to give his life as a ransom for many.” (20:25-28)

Greatness is not to be found on the podium, in the palace or on the platform, Jesus states, but
rather as a servant and even as a slave. This is just as challenging for us in the 21st Century as
it was for his hearers in the 1st. But it strikes me that perhaps the pandemic has brought us a
little closer to Jesus’ message. Our eyes have been opened to celebrate the ‘key worker’, those
behind the scenes who serve faithfully, usually for low wages, without ever really wanting the
adulation. Are they the great ones? But there are further depths to plumb here:

Can we imagine celebrating the fact that we’re friends with the hospital porter as though
they were Sir Steve Redgrave?

Could we possibly give places of honour at our celebrations to the teaching assistant
rather than the Lord Mayor?

Might we seek out and devour the stories of local servants rather than national celebrities?
Jesus, in exhorting his rag tag bag of followers (who would mostly become Saints by the

way) to this servant hearted greatness, not just commands humility in service but offers us
the example par excellence. 

As March turns to April this year, we remember that Jesus gives his life for us. His life is
the ransom payment for our shame, guilt, sin and fear. If we own up, and offer up all that
mess, he give us the opportunity to receive his forgiveness, freedom, peace, and Easter hope
no matter who we are, what we’ve done or whether anyone has noticed how great (or not) we
are. This is the great Easter gift (more on that next month). 

But in the run up to Easter, can I encourage you to consider becoming a servant of others.
Could you be the GOAT in your family, network or workplace. Not looking for adulation or
praise but using  Jesus’ example and taking up his gift, as we follow in his steps.

It is with great sadness that we mourn the
death of Harry Newman of 90 Nell Gwynne
Close, Sunninghill. For the last 20 years, Harry

– often escorted by fellow veteran John Kettle -
laid the wreath of the Royal British Legion at
the culmination of the annual Remembrance
Sunday service at St Michael and All Angels,
Sunninghill. 

Harry, a former pupil of Onslow and
Hammersley School, grew up in Albany Road Old
Windsor, with his brother George and sisters
Mary and Jean. The family was split up during
World War 2, with Mary doing aircraft work at
White Waltham for the Air transport Auxiliary,
and George serving in India and then in France.
Harry joined the Army in 1942 aged 18, and 2
years later landed in Normandy as part of the
Allied D-Day invasion. He was always very
modest about the part he played during D-Day,
claiming there was so much to do on 6 June 1944
that it never entered his head how much danger
he was in. Despite what must have been a
traumatic experience, Harry treasured a life-long
love of France, further strengthened no doubt
when he married his sweetheart Simmon at the
Louvre in 1946. Sadly, she passed away in 1992. 

Harry left the Army in 1946 and became a
civilian engineer, but he frequently returned to
France to celebrate key commemorations. One
such was the 70th anniversary of the D-Day
landings, during which he was hosted for several
days by a French family who lived near to the
British landing beaches. He was also a staunch
supporter of the Sunninghill Comrades Club,
where he could be found most lunch-times
enjoying a pint of the best. In 2018 he was
honoured by the French Government for his part
in D-Day by being appointed to the Légion
d’Honneur. 

He passed away in January at the ripe old
age of 96 after a full and productive life. His
dignity, integrity and ever-sunny personality will
long be remembered.

What is the census? The census is a
survey that happens every 10 years
and gives a picture of all the

people and households in England and
Wales. All kinds of organisations, from local
authorities to charities, use the information
to help provide the services we all need,
including transport, education and
healthcare. Without the census, it would be
much more difficult to do this. It’s
important to fill in your census
questionnaire because it gives the most
detailed information we have about our
society. You must complete the census by
law. Census data helps inform funding
decisions on public services in your area.
Whether it’s planning new schools, doctors’
surgeries or bike lanes, the information you
share has an impact on the lives of
everyone living in England and Wales.

Who runs the census? The census in
England and Wales is run by the Office for
National Statistics
(ONS), which is the
UK’s largest
independent producer
of official statistics.
The ONS and the
statistics they
generate are
independent from
government. 

Will the
government use the
information I share to
identify me? No. Only
anonymous
information is ever

published from the census. In fact, it’s a
crime to share personal census information
and anything you tell them is protected. 

Will my data be secure? Your data will
kept securely and never sold. Census records
will be kept secure for 100 years and only
then can they be viewed by future
generations, for example, by those
interested in family history.

How will the census make a difference to
me? The census makes a difference to
everyone. It’s a once-in-a-decade chance to
have your voice heard and help inform the
future of your local area.

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One positive, but temporary, outcome of
this pandemic had been a fall in the
number of scam and nuisance calls.

With the initial lockdown, the restrictions to
halt the spread of the virus meant that call
centres were suddenly closed.  For many this
would have been a period of relief, knowing
that when the phone rang it would instead be
a genuine caller, a family member or a friend.
However the scammers are back with a
vengeance.  

As before they continue to predominately
target people over the age of 70 and whilst
they still cover some of the usual subjects –
insurance, switching telephone providers and
impersonation callers (NHS, BT, Banks, Amazon
even the Police) – they have now found new
opportunities to target people such as
charging fees for non-existent Covid-19 testing
and vaccinations.  

For those people who receive regular,
possibly daily, scam and nuisance calls, this
can cause uncertainty and distress.  If the
calls have resulted in financial loss then this
can cause a loss of confidence and anxiety
and have a detrimental effect on their
emotional and physical wellbeing.

Early in 2020 a call blocker programme
funded by the Department for Digital, Culture,
Media and Sport meant that RBWM Trading
Standards Service were able to acquire and fit
25 trueCall units for local residents who had
been the victim of a scam or were deemed to
be vulnerable and at risk of being susceptible
to one.

The units filter out the unwanted scam and
nuisance calls and stop them from getting
through altogether. The devices have different
settings and can be set up to the highest level
of security which is only to allow calls from a
“trusted caller list” of friends, family members,
doctors and any other known contacts. 

The results have been very positive.  On
average, each of these units prevented 23
scam and nuisance calls every month (the
general population is thought to receive an

average of 7 scam or nuisance calls per
month).  The residents have all enjoyed being
back in control of their own phone, feeling
safer and more relaxed knowing that when the
phone rings it will be a call from a friend or
person that they know.

They are highly recommended by our
Service and the details can be found here:
www.truecall.org.uk

It is also worth enquiring with your own
landline provider (BT, Sky…) as they are likely
to have a call protection service which can be
put on the line, in some cases this is a free
add-on. 

As well as funding the call blocker
programme, the Department for Digital,
Culture, Media and Sport is running a Let’s
Talk Loneliness campaign
www.letstalkloneliness.co.uk which provides
advice and support to encourage people to talk
more openly about the impact of loneliness on
people’s lives, and encourage everyone to take
simple actions to help them feel more
connected. Loneliness is a prominent feature
in scams, as criminals will often try to befriend
their victims, especially if they’re isolated. 

People are being urged to keep in contact
with family members regularly and inform
them of the most prolific scams and the
possible dangers to them. If you or someone
you know has been a targeted by a scam you
should report it to the Citizens Advice
consumer helpline on 0808 223 1133. 

Also, forewarned is forearmed so take a few
minutes to protect yourself and your friends
and neighbours against scams by joining
Friends Against Scams. The initiative provides
free online training to empower people to take
a stand against scams.

Hello Readers! My
name is Michelle and
I’m very excited to bring

you some amateur gardening
tips learnt from my own
experiences and what I’m doing in my
garden each month! I moved to Sunninghill
with my husband Neil 20 years ago, drawn
by the pretty village, independent shops,
pubs and restaurants that we can walk to,
and the promise of a larger garden. I work
for a technology company in human
resources and love the people aspect of my
role; the last 12 months has highlighted the
importance of my and my team’s role in
supporting our workforce during such

stressful times. Like many of us,
I’ve been working from home

now for a year, and my garden
became my refuge last
summer; although I’ve
always had a passion for
gardening inspired by my
late mother and her
beautiful gardens. I miss
talking to her every week

comparing what has started
to come up in our gardens, she

lived in the milder climate of
Devon so was always a few weeks

ahead of where we are here.
Did you take part in in ‘The Big Garden

Birdwatch’ a few weeks ago? We put lots of
food out for the birds and were sadly
disappointed by the numbers, I think it was
just a cold and damp weekend and they
didn’t seem to want to show themselves.
Please do continue to feed the birds
though, they get used to where they can
find food and it takes up unnecessary
energy if they visit empty bird tables. It’s

also almost past time to get
those bird boxes up, small
birds like blue tits and
wrens nest early in the year,
so pop them up as soon as
possible.

We like to grow some of
our own fruit and
vegetables as well as
entertain and sit in a flower
garden. I’ve just started off
my tomato plant seeds in a
heated propagator indoors.
Using seed compost, I’ve
filled coir pots almost to the
top, but you could use trays
with cells which are easier
to then plant on your small
plants when they grow.
Ensuring the pots are well
soaked, I then popped one
seed into each and
sprinkled a fine layer of
vermiculite on the top; you
could use a thin layer of
seed compost too. They
have then been popped into
the propagator on a bright,
but not sunny, windowsill,
so the plants don’t burn.
Once your seeds have germinated take the
lids off to allow more air to circulate so
they don’t dampen -off. This year I’m
growing Sungold F1 which is a trailing
cherry tomato which I will put in hanging
baskets and Maskotka which I shall grow in
my small greenhouse.

In the flower borders the snowdrops have
been up, always the first sign of spring in
my garden and always reminds me of my
Nan who had loads at the bottom of hers. I
can see crocuses starting to appear and the
hellebores are coming into flower, some
species are often in bloom over Christmas
giving them the common name of
Christmas rose. They come in a stunning
range of colours from deepest maroon to
the most delicate cream and white. They

are undemanding and are happy in slight
shade. As the new buds come through,
remove old leaves. They also self-seed freely
so you can grow your own collection or pot
some up for friends. I can also see the
camellia buds are very swollen and about to
burst.

Finally, my lawn looks very sad, I’ve never
been particularly interested in the lawn but
we have quite a few trees around us so
some areas are very dry, there is lots of
moss and all it gets is a regular cut. So, I’ve
decided to see if I can improve it and
bought some Evergreen weed control lawn
food, I’ve read the instructions and plan to
apply that this month, I’ll keep you posted!

SNOWDROPS
AND CROCUSES

HELLEBORES
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As the New Year
begins, much as the
old year ended, I feel

the anticipation of the first
signs of spring will be
welcomed by many of us.
The first melodic notes of
the dawn chorus, trees
bursting into green shoots,
bulbs, shrubs and blossom
full of colour. For me it is
always the swathes of
Snowdrops appearing
through the frozen soil.
Their Latin name Galanthus
references their sword like leaves, but I
think, too, their ability to cut through frozen
ground and snow and survive the depths of
winter. Wordsworth wrote:

“Nor will I then thy modest grace forget,
chaste Snowdrops venturous harbinger of
spring.”

Or Tennyson: “Many, many welcomes,
February's fair maid.”

However, the spring flower which seems
to have inspired many poets is the Daffodil.
Robert Herrick wrote, ”Fair Daffodils we
weep to see you haste away so soon”. And,
of course, famously Wordsworth wrote, 

“I wandered lonely as a cloud,
That floats on high o'er vale and hills, 
When all at once I saw a crowd, 
A host of golden Daffodils.”

The poem ends, “And then my heart with
pleasure fills, and dances with the
Daffodils.”

Christina Rossetti writes, “There is no
time like spring, when life's alive in
everything.“

John Clare, an English romantic poet of
rural life and scenes, begins his poem
‘Young Lambs' with, “The spring is coming

by many a sign,” and goes on to describe
young lambs taking their first steps. Robert
Burns wrote many poems about nature and
spring in particular including the lines,

“Now spring has clad the grove in green, 
And strew'd the lea wi’ flowers, 
The furrowed waving corn is seen, 
Rejoice in fostering showers.”

Although not a poem, Charles Dickens wrote
in Great Expectations:

“It was one of those March days,
when the sun shines hot, and the wind
blows cold. 
When it is summer in the light and
winter in the shade.”

Those words sum up many a spring day. 
I end with a quote by Gerard Manley

Hopkins, just one line from his poem Spring:
“Nothing is as beautiful as Spring.”

After the drama and sadness of last
year, and the continuing situation into this
year, on the first signs of spring and new
life, 

"Let our hearts with pleasure fill, And
dance among the daffodils!"

May the joys of Springtime fill all our
hearts and minds.
