G What’s caught your eye in the news over the summer? It’s
sometimes been called ‘silly season’ for news - government is in
recess, business is operating under holiday conditions and as a result normal rules for what
is newsworthy cease to apply. Instead media outlets dig deep to find the quirky stuff to talk
about, rather like dredging a river and finding amongst the weeds and mud peculiar items
that somehow ended up in the water.

| particularly noticed one story that had an eccentric element. We had paused on our
motorway journey, failing yet again to charge our car due to the idiosyncrasies of the
electric vehicle charging system, when | came across a news item about someone planning
to improve the compatibility and ease of use of
the charging network. Hurray! The eccentric part
of the story was discovering the man was named
Toddington after a service station and his older
brother was Heston. | did suggest to my son that
he might consider this naming scheme as
inspiration for naming his first child, but he
thought not!

Of course the quirky element of that story
was an aside; the main point was getting ready
for the government ban on new petrol and diesel
cars.

Robert Louis Stevenson wrote a poem Autumn
Fires, like all his poems it's rhythmic and easy to
read.

In the other gardens,

And all up the Vale,

From the autumn bonfires,
See the smoke trail.

And ends:
Sing a song of seasons
Something bright in all,
Flowers in the summer,
Fires in the fall!

: When writing about our beautiful and wonderful

of my American customers from the West Coast.

: He was fascinated by our weather and seasons as
. they do not experience the dramatic changes we
¢ do. He used to say you could experience four

i seasons in one day here.

: Some autumnal poems compare Autumn to

. the ageing process in humans. Sonnet 73 by
William Shakespeare is one.

When yellow leaves, or none or few do hang,

upon those boughs which shake against the
cold.

Bare ruined choirs where late the sweet birds
sang,

In thou see'st the twilight of each day.

Another American poet Walt Whitman in his
poem, wrote:

Give me the splendid, silent sun
Give me the juicy, autumnal fruit,
Ripe and red from the orchard.

Emily Bronte expressed Autumn thus
Fall leaves fall, die flowers away,
Lengthen night and shorten day,
Every leaf speaks bliss to me,
Floating from the autumn tree.

To finish two quotes | could not omit; although
not from poems. First by George Eliot,

Delicious Autumn, my very soul is wedded

to it
And if I were a bird | would fly about the earth
seeking the successive autumn’s.

And perhaps my favourite from Vincent Van Gogh
: (opposte):

As long as Autumn lasts,

I shall not have hands, canvas and colours
enough,

To paint the beautiful things | see.

Now it is possible to get out and about more, enjoy
. the last days of summer and the beauty of Autumn.

he victim of this fraud was
Tcalled by a ‘police officer’,
who called himself Peter

Miller from the Hammersmith
Police Station Fraud squad,
who also mentioned a DC
Burns, from his team.

Peter Miller told him to put
the receiver down, then pick it up again and
call his bank, using the security number on

A VIEW FROM THE GARDEN

s | write this, we are still
Awaiting for our second

heatwave to arrive, it’s
currently pouring with rain
and whilst it’s keeping
everything very green and
growing like topsy, I'm keen
for it to stop so | can enjoy
sitting in my garden!

Back in March | shared
that my lawn was looking
very sad and that | had
purchased some Evergreen weed
control lawn food. Well, | applied
it, I scarified the lawn and aerated it
and then reseeded the patches where |
had removed so much moss! I’m happy to
share it has worked, my lawn has never
looked better, so | am encouraged to apply
an autumn lawn feed!

It’s happily eaten our runner
beans and french beans, the
tops of the beetroot and
carrots, the lower growing
strawberry plants, leaves on
the potted fruit trees and
some of my roses, cute they
may be, but | prefer seeing
them in their more natural
habitat.
